Dog Training Services Agreement

This Agreement between ___________________________ and _______________________________________

__________________ (hereinafter referred to as “Client”) and Amber Faulk (hereinafter known as “Trainer”) pertains to the following:

(hereinafter referred to as “Dog”)

For good and valuable consideration, the parties agree as follows:

Training Fees:

a. Client agrees to pay Trainer a nonrefundable fee in the amount of $________ for a boarded training period lasting _________________. 

Services:  Trainer agrees to provide boarded training services for the Dog, the goal being to train and/or rehabilitate the Dog, and teach the Client how to train and work with Dog. Boarded training will take place at Trainer’s residence. Trainer will make every reasonable effort to help Client achieve training and behavior modification goals but makes no guarantee of Dog’s performance or behavior as a result of providing professional animal behavior consultation. Client understands that after training, he/she and members of the household must follow Trainer’s instructions without modification, work with dog as recommended, and constantly reinforce training which was provided to the Dog.
Cancellation Policy:  At Trainer's sole election, Trainer's duties hereunder shall terminate if (a) in Trainer's sole judgment is that the Dog is dangerous or vicious to Trainer or any other person or animal, or interferes with the training of other dogs, or (b) Client breaches any term or condition of this Agreement. Upon termination in accordance with the foregoing, Trainer's duties shall terminate but all other provisions of this Agreement shall continue in full force and effect. 

Hold Harmless: The Client will hold the Trainer free and harmless of any and all claims, liability, damage, loss, or expenses arising out of any injury to any person or to any person’s property by the Dog(s) named in this contract, while in the care, custody or control of the Client, and/or dog owner, or while in the care, custody or control of the Trainer. The Client agrees that if their dog is injured in a dog fight or accident, gets fleas, ticks or worms, contracts and illness or disease, is lost or stolen, becomes pregnant, or engages in any dangerous, vicious or unwanted behavior, during or after all services provided by the Trainer, on or off the Trainer’s premises, Client’s Home or Business, or any other location, the Client accepts the risk and agrees that the Trainer shall not be held responsible for any resulting injury, loss, damages, costs or expenses. 
Boarding: The Trainer will endeavor to create as safe an environment as possible for the training and boarding care of the dog(s) identified above (the “Dog”), and will offer sound, safe, and responsible training, care, and post-­boarding training instructions. Client agrees, however, that all animals may exhibit unpredictable behaviors and that the Trainer will not be liable for the actions of the Dog that are outside of the control of the Trainer. Client agrees that the recommendation by Trainer of any product or service is not a guarantee of performance or Client’s satisfaction with that product or service. 
Client fully understands the tools and techniques that are used to train and modify the behavior of their dog and agrees to the tools and techniques which may include Prong Collar, Bark Collar, Remote Training Collar, Slip Lead, Pet Convincer, Muzzles, Flat Buckle collar, and Martingale collar. 

Veterinary Care: If the Dog requires non-emergency or emergency veterinary care during the training period, the Trainer will attempt to contact the Client. If the Client cannot be reached or is unable to tend to the Dog’s need for veterinary care, or in the case of an emergency, the Trainer will arrange on behalf of the Client for veterinary care to which the Client consents as set forth below. All veterinary fees are the responsibility of the Client. If convenient, the Trainer will take the Dog to the Dog’s veterinarian, but the Trainer reserves the right to take the Dog to a veterinarian selected by the Trainer, using reasonable care in the selection of a veterinarian. The Trainer will take all reasonable and necessary precautions during the training process to avoid injury. Occasionally an illness or condition that was not diagnosed or discovered previously may present during the training period. When this happens, emergency care may be needed. Client hereby consents to the following veterinary care for the Dog (initial appropriate blank or blanks), and gives the Trainer full authority to consent to such a treatment as the agent of the Client: 

In the event that Client or Client’s back up contact cannot be reached, Trainer will be allowed to make decisions regarding emergency care reasonably required to save the Dog’s life, to preserve the use of organs or limbs, or to alleviate severe pain. _______ 

If a not serious but contagious (and hindering training) illness is detected, the Dog may need to be go back to the Client’s home for recovery. _______ 

Vaccinations and Medications: The Client must provide the Trainer with proof that the Dog has been vaccinated for Bordetella, rabies, distemper, hepatitis, parvovirus, and para-influenza. The Dog must be heart-worm negative and on heart-worm preventive, and on a flea/tick preventive. Any medications to be administered to the Dog during training will be provided by the Client and administered by a Trainer as instructed by the Client.
Liability:  If Dog causes property damage, or bites or injures any dog, animal or person (including but not limited to Trainer and Trainer’s agents), during or after the term of this Agreement, then Client agrees to pay all resulting losses and damages suffered or incurred, and to defend and indemnify Trainer and Trainer’s agents from any resulting claims, demands, lawsuits, losses, costs or expenses, including attorney fees. If Dog is injured in a fight or in any other manner during or after the term of the Agreement, Client assumes the risk and agrees that Trainer should not be held responsible for any resulting injuries, losses, damages, costs or expenses. 

This Agreement is binding upon Client, spouse of Client, and children of Client. This Agreement supersedes all prior discussions, representations, warranties and agreements of the parties, and expresses the entire agreement between Client and Trainer regarding the matters described above. The parties confirm that, except for that which is specifically written in this Agreement, no promises, representations or oral understandings have been made with regard to Dog or anything else. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Client acknowledges that Trainer has not represented, promised, guaranteed or warranted that Dog will never bite, that Dog will not be dangerous or vicious in the future, that Dog will not exhibit other behavioral problems, or that the results of the training will last for any particular amount of time. This Agreement may be amended only by a written instrument signed by both Client and Trainer.
